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a. Introduction/ Background:

Where the conference was held: The Venue of the conference was the Aktaion in Rhodes, Dodecanese,
Greece. The Aktaion is a historical building, which was built by the Italians in the 15" century and it is
considered to be a Rhodes landmark. It is owned and operated as a Conference Centre by the Rhodes
Municipality. It was chosen as our venue because of its historical significance, lower rental cost, and for
the support of Municipal/Communal efforts. Rhodes is the Administrative Centre of the Dodecanese
Prefecture and as such is more accessible by sea from all other islands in the region than Tilos in
October. This made it possible for many regional stakeholders and interested parties to attend the
conference.

The format used for the conference: The chosen format was that of presentations and group discussions.
Target audience: The target audience included Tilos stakeholders, Municipal, regional and national
governmental authorities, members of the regional press, professional and recreational (hunters, anglers,
nature photographers) associations, environmental NGOs, Aegean University teachers of environmental
studies and their students and ecotourism tour operators.

The range of stakeholder groups participating, by stakeholder group:

» Farmers: Eight farmers attended the conference.

» Landowners: Six Tilos landowners attended the conference.

» Hunters: Three hunters, including a representative of the National Union of Hunting Clubs,
attended the conference.

» Fishers: Three professional fishermen attended the conference.

= Scientists: Fifteen scientists (environmentalists, biologists, ecologists) attended the conference.

» Site Managers: Three Protected Area (Natura 2000) Managers attended the conference.

» Foresters: Eight foresters from the regional Forestry Department attended the conference.

» Press: Ten journalists from regional daily newspapers and three television crews from regional TV
channels, participated in the conference. All of them reported about the conference and the TV
channels had a two-day presentation of three hours each from the conference.

= University Students: Thirty-eight Students of the Environmental Post Graduate Studies Program
of the Aegean University attended the conference.

= University Professors: Three Aegean University Professors who teach at the Environmental
Education Program.

= Public Sector Employees: Twelve employees of the Ministry of Agriculture, the Environmental
Departments of the Dodecanese Prefecture and the City of Rhodes.

» Elected Officials/Policy Makers: One Member of the European parliament, one member of the
Hellenic Parliament, the Governor of the Dodecanese Prefecture, the Secretary General of the
Southern Aegean Prefecture, two Mayors, and six Municipal Council Members attended the
conference.

» Members of the Clergy: Two Members of the Clergy attended the conference including the Bishop
of Rhodes.

» Representatives of organisations: Six representatives of regional and national NGOs Attended
the conference.

Actual attendees: 129 people attended and participated in the conference.
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b. Purpose of Conference & Expected Outcomes

* Conference rationale: The protection of the environment and biodiversity are not yet mainstream issues in
the Dodecanese. The Natura 2000 concept still brings negative feelings to local stakeholders and
disappointment to the professionals of the environmental industry. The title of the conference, “Natura
2000: For the People, by the People”, was chosen to engage even the stakeholders who believed that
Natura 2000 sites were created to harm their interests. Bringing as a speaker the Bishop of Rhodes, who
represented His Holiness the Patriarch Bartholomew |, broke down many social barriers and the
perception that the protection of the environment is an issue supported and promoted by the extremists of
the social spectrum. Bringing in elected officials as speakers succeeded in attracting members of the
regional press and gave a meaningful purpose to the process. Bringing in the Academia in the conference
guarantees that the process of thought and reflection about the many issues discussed will survive over
time.

* Aim & Objectives of the conference for the host: My aims, which were to bring publicity to the positive
aspects of the Natura 2000 Project, bring to the forefront of social acceptance the positive results of
managing a Natura 2000 site, influence policy makers and the public alike to support nature and
biodiversity conservation efforts, encourage professionals of the environmental industry that with the right
management plan you can have positive results and social acceptance, were achieved.

* Specific issues to be addressed through the conference: Ecotourism development, dissemination of
information, practical issues related to the management of a protected area, specific actions taken to
support the preservation of island biodiversity, lobbying to gain political support for Natura 2000 projects
were some of the issues that were addressed and discussed during the conference.
